INITIAL SETUP

QOverview

Upon first use, you must enable the battery and then set the Time, Date, and Location.

Enabling the Battery

1. Remove the pull tab (M} from the battery holder, if
present, See FIG. 1.

2. When the display shows 12:00 AM, the timer is
ready for initial set up. See FIG. 2. If 12:00 AM does
not display, perform a Factory Reset or see the
Treubleshooting section.

Note: The timer may be set while uniplugged. The display
turns OFF after 1 minute of inactivity to save battary,
Press any button tc turn the display back ON.

Setting the Time, Date, and Location
Upon initial use, you can easily program these timer settings
in succession by completing the steps in this section.
1. Turn the selsctor knob (H) to select the correct hour of
the day. Press SET {D). Repeat to select the minute of
the day. See FIG. 2.
2. Turn the selector kKnob (H) to select the correct YEAR.
Press SET (D). See FIG. 3.
3. Turn the selector knob (H) to select the correct MONTH.
Press SET (D). See FIG. 3.
4. Turn the selector knob (H) to select the correct DATE.
Press SET (D). Se? FIG. 3.
5. Turn the selector knob (H} to select the correct Daylight
Savings Time setting. The options are OFF, US/CAN,
and Mex.

a. It in Hawalii or Arizona, select OFF. Prass SET (D).
b. If you live in a part of Mexico that cbserves
US/Canada Daylight Savings Time, select US/CAN.

Press SET ().

6. Turn the selector kneb (H) to select the state you ars in.
Press SET (D). See FIG. 4.

7. Turn the selector kncb (H) to select the section of the
state you are in. Press SET (D). See FIG. 4.

8. Turn the selactor kncbh (H} to select the time zone you
are in. Press SET {[). See FIG. 6.

9. Turn the selector knob (H) to adjust the DAWN cffsst
time {+/- 15, 30, 45 or 80 minute increments). Press
SET (D). Offset 's the amount of minutes you want the
lights to come on before (- or after (+) DAWN or DUSK,
Repeat for the DUSK offset time. Sea FIG. 6.

10. Press SET (D) to finish setting up the timer.

Changing Configuration Settings for Time,
Date and Location '
1. Press SET (D).

2. Follow steps 1 through 9 under Setting Time, Date,
and Location.

3. Press PROG (B, to return to main screen.

PROGRAMMING

This timer comes pre-programmed to turn ON at dusk and
OFF at dawn. If you wish tc adjust this time to another ON/
OFF time, complete the programming steps in this section.
This timer only holds one set of ON/OFF times {gither the
pre-programmed Dawn/Dusk times or the custom timss you
program using the steps in this section).

Changing the Pre-Programmed Dusk (ON)
Time
To change the DUSK time tc anothser ON time:
1. Press PROG (E) twice.
2. Turn the selectar knok (H) until a time appears on the
screen. Press PROG (E).
3. Turn the salector knob (H} to select the correct ON hour,
Press PROG (F},

4. Turn the selector kneb (H) for the correct ON minute,
Press SET (D). See FIG. 7.

Changing the Pre-Programmed Dawn
(OFF)} Time
To change the dawn time to another OFF tims:
1. Press PROG (E).
2. Turn the selector knob (H) until OFF is In the top left
corner of the screen, Press PROG (E).
3. Turn the selector knob (H) so that a time appears on the
screen. Press PROG (E).
4. Turn the selector knob (H) to select the correct OFF hour,
Press PROG (E).

To clear any programming or reset the timer at any time,
perform these steps:

1. Press and continue to hold the ON/OFF hutton (F).

2. Using a paperclip, press and release the RESET
button (/).

3. Keep holding the ON/OFF button (F) untll ‘CLR’ T
appears on the screen, then release,

4. When you see 12:00 AM displayed, your timer is ready
for programming. See FIG. 9,

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OPTIONAL - Overriding the Programmed ON/OFF Times
Press the ON/OFF (F) button to overrids the pre-programmed ON/CFF time until the next ON/OFF time occurs.

OPERATION

Operating the Timer
Plug the timer into an outlet. Ensure the ON/OFF indieator {L) is lluminated. This indicates that the timer is ready and
operational. Plug your landscape lighting or low voltage transformer into one of the outlets (G) on thetimer,

Battery Maintenance
Low voltage Is Indicated by the low battery indicator (8) on Batteries
the display.
¢ The timer reguires two LR44 batteries that keep tims +
and settings for up to three months without power.

* Replace batterles as soon as possible after the low
battery indicator appears.

¢ Changs batteries within one minute of unplugging tc
keep settings.

* Unplug the timer before replacing batteries.

+ o remove the batterles, carefully pry the battery holder
up with a small flat screwdriver. Install the new batteries
as shown in Fig. 10. Firmly place the battery holder intc
the switch.
